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Our Purpose

Mission Statement:

Our Mission as the Boarders & Stewards of Courtesy Stables ("BSCS”), a Non Profit
Organization, is to create an equine friendly environment that provides a quality care
facility for the horses, preserves the natural beauty and history of Fairmont Park and the
Wissahickon Valley, offers educational opportunities for the local community and the
general public in the areas of riding, horse health and horse care, and encourages and
enhances the relationship between the general public and the horse community in the
neighborhood, as well as the entire Wissahickon Valley.

A major goal for BSCS is to increase public awareness on proper etiquette and safety
around horses and to more fully integrate Courtesy Stables into the surrounding
neighborhood through educational efforts on equine issues.

We also hope to educate the local community and general public by sponsoring and hosting
clinics and seminars on equine issues such as proper horse etiquette, veterinary care and
first aid, as well as riding, saddle fitting, horse shoeing, etc. We will work to continually
seek out new and varied educational and recreational opportunities and events as a
primary goal of BSCS.

Not only does Courtesy Stables have historic value as a fine example of a 19th century
barn, its location in the Wissahickon Valley means that the stables have environmental
value.

Goals and Objectives:

Our goals as the Boarders and Stewards of Courtesy Stables are to maintain a clean, safe
and attractive boarding facility where horse owners can feel confident that their horses
receive quality care and horse lovers can learn more about their equine friends; to ensure
that the neighbors feel confident that their homes will not be detrimentally affected by our
presence and that Courtesy Stables will be an asset to the community not a hindrance; to
repair and restore Courtesy Stables so that it remains a fine example of one of the Park’s
many and varied historic structures; and to maintain the natural beauty of our facilities to
enhance the surrounding Wissakickon Valley for the enjoyment of the local community and
all other visitors who come to the Park to enjoy its natural beauty.

Our Philosophy:

We believe that education is the key to achieving our goals. Running a barn, in the middle
of a quiet neighborhood requires cooperation on all sides. The neighborhood children need
to understand that horses are afraid of bikes. The horses need to understand that children
ride bikes. We need to co-exist peacefully together and we need to educate in order to
accomplish this. We need to respect each other, horse on trail, bike on trail, runner on
trail, in order for all to be able to enjoy Fairmount Park safely.
